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This standard Broadcast calendar, created in the 1960s, is designed to conform to the uniform billing period adopted by
Broadcasters, Agencies and Advertisers for billing and planning functions. Under this system, the standard week starts on
Monday and ends on Sunday. The standard Broadcast billing month always ends on the last Sunday of the calendar month.
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
